% The producer price index is designed to measure the average changes in prices recived in primary markets by
domestic producers of commodities and services. The prices used for the index apply to the first stage of
transaction. However prices at subsequenty stage of transaction are used when it is impossible or inconvenient
to collect such price data. Price data are generally collected in the sixteen major cities including Seoul. The
index is calculated by a modified Laspeyres formular. The PPI index consists of 896 commodities and services.
